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Mission Chandrayaan - 2

Chandrayaan-2 Mission, one of the most ambitious lunar missions of India designed by Indian Space Research Organization
(ISRO) was launched on 22" July 2019, at 14:43 local time from the Sriharikota space station, India. The Mission that costs $145
millions and it was the second lunar mission of India and the first attempt to conduct a soft landing on the Moon’s South Polar

Region. The scientists have chosen this region because a large portion of south region stays in the shadow.
Thus, there is a possibility of the presence of water in permanently shadowed areas around it. Apart from demonstrating ISRO’s
new capabilities, the mission is expected to provide a lot of new information about the Moon. The main scientific objective of
Chandryaan-2 is to map the location and abundance of lunar water and also to study the lunar topography, mineralogy,
elemental abundance, the lunar exosphere. The primary mission of Chandrayaan-2 was to demonstrate the soft landing of the
‘Vikram'’lander on the South Pole of the Moon, operate the robotic rover Pragyan on the lunar surface to getimages and data. But
on 7" September, during the last minutes of descent, the communication link snapped with Vikram when it was about 2.1 kms
from the surface of the moon. After three days, the ISRO confirmed the finding of Vikram through images taken by the Orbiter.
However, the Chandrayaan-2 Mission has achieved many in each phase. The life of Orbiter will last nearly 7 years, highly
competitive costs, improved performance etc. Finally as Chandrayaan-2 was the most complex mission ever attempted by
India’s space agency, ISRO. The Chairman of ISRO Mr. K Sivan said the mission was "98% successful”, based on the findings of an
official committee. He further said that ISRO’s next Chandrayaan Mission is at least five years away and it will be a joint venture
with Japan says the Space Agency. Finally “There is no experiment without failure and failure will lead us to a new invention,”
hence we can say that Chandrayaan -2 may be a failure but not the Chandrayaan - 2 Mission which is hope for many more
inventionsin future.

Diagnostic test was conducted for the students on 11" September, 2019 which constituted’ multiple questions on English
vocabulary, mathematical ability and general ability. The Diagnostic tests results were announced by Dr. P. Hima Jagathi,
Professor, Department of Management. The students have appeared for the test through online. The Mentor-Mentee groups
were also announced and the students were oriented towards the importance of mentoring program. Later Mr. D. Pavan Kumar,
Sr. Asst. Professor, Department of Management, explained the students about the rules and regulations of the institution to

acquaintthem aboutthe rulesregarding attendance, discipline, promotion and punctuality.

Mr. T. Shyam Sunder, Asst. Professor, Department of Management has conducted a proficiency module on “Basics in English”.
The topics covered in the session were Basics of Communication, English grammar in use, public speaking skills, personality
development and job interview skills.
